Posidonia is the ancient name of the city of Paestum, which is located 40
kilometers from Salerno. It is believed that its heyday was in the middle of
the 6th century BC, which is evidenced by ruins of surviving temples, and
remnants of the original road and other buildings. But by the end of the 5th
century BC, the city ceased to be a Greek colony and in 274 BC, it was
colonized by Romans and lost its former importance. Paestum was newly
discovered as late as in 1752, during road construction, and in the 20th
century, the open air museum was included in the UNESCO World Heritage
List.
